38Jesus 
turned and saw them following and said to them, “What are you seeking?” And they said to him, “Rabbi” 
(which means Teacher), “where are you staying?” 39He said to them, “Come and you will see.” So they came 
and saw where he was staying, and they stayed with him that day, for it was about the tenth hour. 40One of 
the two who heard John speak and followed Jesus was Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother. 41He first found his 
own brother Simon and said to him, “We have found the Messiah” (which means Christ). 42He brought him to 
Jesus.

How can water do such great things?

But with the word of God it is a Baptism, that is, a life-giving water, rich in grace, and a washing of the new 
birth in the Holy Spirit, as St. Paul says in Titus, chapter three: “He saved us through the washing of rebirth 
and renewal by the Holy Spirit, whom He poured out on us generously through Jesus Christ our Savior, so 
that, having been justified by His grace, we might become heirs having the hope of eternal life. This is a 
trustworthy saying.”
